UPDATE ON MAINTENANCE WORKS IN OUR CHURCH THIS SUMMER:
The Parish Finance Council is happy to announce the completion of some maintenance works which were carried out in St. Mary’s Church over the past number of weeks. 
1. Restoration of the stained Glass Window on your right within the Sanctuary area. This window had been leaking water and was warped. It was repaired where glass was broken and completely re-leaded and is looking splendid.
2. The left had door at the back of the church has been made wheel-chair assessable. Those wish to open it electronically should press the wheel chair button once on entrance and again on exiting.
3. The  images that were part of the old pulpit that was in our church previously, have been completely restored and names placed underneath  on the pillars in the upper half of the church. This work was carefully carried out meticulously out by our own Jan Wolanski, Woodford. It is great that the remains of this old pulpit have been preserved and returned rightfully back to our church. 
Please view the above works in your own time and it has been possible only because of your own on-going generosity in supporting to your church. There are a number of other stained glass windows that need repairing and they will be done on a phased basis as we can afford it. Well done to you all!                   Thanks – Fr. Declan
